FREE LEGAL, ACCOUNTING, AND FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR SMALL BUSINESSES

Financial Advisory Services: Establishing relationships with banks and other financial institutions;
guidance for applying to government business programs, including creating financial projections or
analyses; identifying funding opportunities like grants, credit, or venture capital; and developing
financial presentations, models, and business plans.

Accounting Services: Preparing audits, financial statements, and other business records; digitizing
financial records for better management; and training on accounting practices, tools, and software.

Legal Services: Assistance with forming a business and developing
corporate governance; support with licenses, registrations, and
certifications; contract preparation and negotiation guidance; and
legal support for funding, including term sheets, purchase
agreements, and employee stock ownership plan development
(ESOPs or worker cooperatives).

The SSBCI Technical Assistance Center is funded through the
Wisconsin Economic Development Corporation (WEDC) and in
partnership with the UW-Madison Law & Entrepreneurship Clinic.

SERVICES PROVIDED:

The State Small Business Credit Initiative Technical Assistance Center (SSBCI TAC) is a multi-year
federal program administered by the U.S. Treasury that supports small businesses through
specialized technical assistance. SSBCI TAC provides no-cost legal, accounting, and financial
guidance to help businesses seeking funding improve their readiness, increasing their chances of
securing capital and achieving growth.
